 Stress.  In our fast-paced, stress-

filled education system, both children, par-

ents, and teachers face stress.   

 “Aim for a high score.”  

 “You must go to a good school.” 

 Children experience pressures 

around them and find it stressful having to 

face up to the expectations of parents and 

teachers.   

 How can you help your child?

 Why do some children crumble 

under stress while others thrive? Accord-

ing to research, a important factor that 

helps a child cope with adversity is resil-

ience.   

 Resilience helps a child to deal 

more effectively with the stress and pres-

sure. In the excellent book, “Raising Resil-

ient Children” , the two authors, who are 

experienced psychologists, culled through 

research to advise and guide parents on 

how to raise resilient children. The follow-

ing are extracts from the book.  

 

 “ Resilience embraces the ability 

of a child to deal more effectively with 

stress and pressure with everyday chal-

lenges, to bounce back from disappoint-

ments, adversity, and trauma, to develop 

clear and realistic goals, to solve prob-

lems, to relate comfortably with others, 

and to treat oneself and others with re-

spect.” 

 

 In the book, the authors listed ten 

guideposts in parenting that can help to 

foster resilience in children. In this article, I 

will focus on the first guidepost they identi-

fied -  being empathetic. 

 

“Being Empathetic 

A basic foundation of any relationship—

parent-child, husband-wife, teacher-

student—is empathy. In parenting, empa-

thy is the capacity of parents to put them-

selves inside the shoes of their youngsters 

and to see the world through their eyes. 

Empathy does not imply that you agree 

with everything your children do, but 

rather that you attempt to appreciate and 

validate their point of view. 

 To increase their ability to be 

empathetic, parents can be guided by the 

following questions: 

 

1. How would I hope my child de-

scribes me? 

2. How would my child actually de-

scribes me, and how close is that to 

how I hope my child would describe 

me? 

3. When I talk to or do things with my 

children, am I behaving in a way that 

will make them most responsive to 

listening to me? 

4. Would I want anyone to speak to me 

the way I am speaking to my child? 

 Parents who are able to go be-

yond their frustration or annoyance and 

ask these kinds of questions of them-

selves are practising empathy, a key 

component of an effective parenting 

mindset.” 

  

Go on, get a piece of paper, jot down the 

answers to those questions. By doing so, 

you are practising empathy. When every 

member in the household makes an ef-

fort to practise everyday, families func-

tion better, communication improves and 

your children will be more resilient.
